“Bridging the Healthcare Divide: Empowering Communities with Free 
Cancer Prevention and Screening”  

On June 23, 2024, the Venkataraya-Sreedhar FoundaƟon partnered with the Rotary Club 
of Chilakaluripet to conduct a Free Cancer PrevenƟon and Screening program, aimed at 
providing crucial health services to the underserved populaƟon of the town. This collaboraƟve 
iniƟaƟve was designed to offer comprehensive cancer screenings, educaƟon on early detecƟon, 
and prevenƟon strategies, targeƟng low-income individuals and workers who oŌen lack access 
to such vital healthcare services. 

In India, a significant number of individuals, especially from low-income backgrounds, 
are unable to access or afford essenƟal cancer screenings. According to data from the Indian 
Government’s NaƟonal Cancer Registry, approximately 70% of cancer cases in the country are 
diagnosed in the advanced stages, oŌen due to a lack of awareness, financial constraints, social 
sƟgmas, and fear of a cancer diagnosis. Studies indicate that over 80% of rural populaƟons are 
unaware of cancer prevenƟon and screening programs, and a large number of them fail to seek 
medical help unƟl symptoms become severe. AddiƟonally, nearly 50% of rural workers, oŌen 
living in economic insecurity, do not undergo regular health checkups due to the high cost of 
medical tests and treatment. 

 

 

The Free Cancer PrevenƟon and Screening program conducted by the Venkataraya-Sreedhar 
FoundaƟon and the Rotary Club of Chilakaluripet was designed to address these barriers 
directly. By providing free screenings, the iniƟaƟve reached individuals who might otherwise 
avoid tesƟng due to the cost. Furthermore, through awareness-building efforts, the program 



 

 

helped to dispel common fears and misconcepƟons about cancer, empowering individuals to 
prioriƟze their health.  

This iniƟaƟve not only facilitated early detecƟon but also offered educaƟonal resources 
to combat social dogmaƟsm and promote a more open discussion about cancer, leading to 
beƩer health outcomes and more people seeking Ɵmely care. We believe, such programs are 
essenƟal in bridging the healthcare gap, especially in rural and economically marginalized 
communiƟes, and can ulƟmately save countless lives by detecƟng cancers at a treatable stage.

By offering these services at no cost, the program directly 
impacted hundreds of individuals, empowering them to take charge of their health and 
potenƟally save lives through early intervenƟon. Through this program, the Venkataraya-
Sreedhar FoundaƟon and Rotary Club of Chilakaluripet demonstrated their shared 
commitment to improving the well-being of the local community and fostering greater 
health equity. 

To expand the reach and impact of this program, the Venkataraya-Sreedhar 
FoundaƟon is commiƩed to making it available year-round, ensuring that thousands of 
individuals conƟnue to benefit from its services. The FoundaƟon is planning to partner 
with qualified healthcare professionals, including a registered nurse who is available 
during regular hours, to provide ongoing support and guidance. AddiƟonally, discussions 
are acƟvely underway with the Oncology Department of Guntur General Hospital and 
NATCO to further strengthen the program’s capabiliƟes, access, and experƟse. These 
collaboraƟve efforts aim to create a sustainable and comprehensive healthcare iniƟaƟve, 
enhancing accessibility to cancer prevenƟon, screenings, and treatment for those in need 
throughout the year.

       This program aims to foster essenƟal skills in Science, Technology, Engineering, and 
MathemaƟcs (STEM), while encouraging teamwork, criƟcal thinking, and creaƟve problem-
solving. Through engaging with roboƟcs, students will gain a deeper understanding of engineering 
principles, coding, and real-world applicaƟons of technology. Moreover, the program helps build 
confidence, leadership, and collaboraƟon among young learners, empowering them to think 
innovaƟvely and prepare for future career opportuniƟes in technology and engineering fields. 

Looking ahead, this iniƟaƟve has the potenƟal to transform the educaƟonal landscape, 
with plans to expand the program to addiƟonal government schools in the coming years, ensuring 
that more students across the region benefit from this enriching learning experience.

The iniƟaƟve can have a ripple effect, as it 
encourages parents to support their daughters' educaƟon, knowing that they can now 
safely travel to school without relying on others. In the long term, this increased 
educaƟonal access can lead to improved academic performance, greater parƟcipaƟon in 
extracurricular acƟviƟes.
